Understanding personal information and what is appropriate to share online is a vital digital skill. Here are a number of ideas which could be suggested, and a number of resources that could be used by the JOSO's:
· Make a YouTube video on what information would be appropriate to share online and what information would be inappropriate
· Make a 'guessing game' using well known people to see if the information they share could be used to figure out who they are
· Create a poster
· Show CEOP's Jigsaw video to KS2 or Lee and Kim for KS1 in an assembly
