As very young children use YouTube daily and can easily get lost searching online, teaching them how to search safely is of huge benefit. Here are a number of ideas which could be suggested, and a number of resources that could be used by the JOSO's:
· Encourage an interest in how the school filters results and uses safe searching features
· Guide students in what to do at home and in school if they come across something inappropriate
· Write a blog and research how Google decides what to show in its search results and how some websites (and YouTubers) aren't always factually correct
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
