For staff supporting the Junior Online Safety Officer:
These are only suggestions; feel free to use any of your skills to achieve the mission.
Teaching children about the difference between strangers and friends is important given the number of children who play games online and accept follow requests from people they don't know. It's vital that any discussion around strangers doesn't focus purely on not talking to strangers but identify what a stranger is and how sometimes we can talk to strangers safely.
Here are a number of ideas which could be suggested, and a number of resources that could be used by the JOSO's:
